Cookie’s Corner - Tea Time Loaf

Ingredients
220 g Mixed Dried Fruit Tt
120 ml Made Tea (Hot or Cold) ,
110 g Brown Sugar (> 2 5’5
220 g Self Raising Flour ¥
Y. tsp Mixed Spice ) #> 2 6,
A Pinch of Salt = '
1 Egg - 557
30 g Marmalade (Optional) % 155 6

Method

Place fruit, tea and sugar in a bowl and soak fdeast five hours (preferably
overnight).

Sieve flour, salt and spice and add to the tea mix.
Beat the egg and add to the other ingredients, wittmalade if desired.

Mix well together, place in a well greased two pouoaf tin and bake in the
centre of the oven, Gas Mark 2, ¥6Quntil brown and firm to the touch (approx
1%4 hours).

The Cover Picture

The cover picture in March depicted our churchjtbhoimemory of Mary Rachel
Wilkinson who had died in 1866, aged 6%, soon afteras consecrated in June

1868. There was neither tower nor transcept.

In 1876, less than ten years later, the Wilikinkomily mourned the death of their
third daughter, Annie Clare, aged 14, and in hemorg Horace Wilkinson put
